Club is proud to honor our Varsity Boys Soccer 
Coach, Mr. Bobby Schimpf. 
	 Coach Schimpf graduated from Walt Whit-
man High School, class of 1968.  He was an All 
League I Soccer player, earned the prestigious  
Physical Fitness Award and Academic Excel-
lence Award.  He attended Manhattan College 
and received his degree in Physical Education.  
As a student he was an All Metro Selection 
in soccer (1970-71).  He was MVP in 1971 
and was the All Time Leading Scorer. He was 
inducted into the Manhattan College Hall of 
Fame in 2017. 
	 After college, Bobby earned the title of 
“Coach”.  He spent ten years coaching col-
lege athletes. In 1979 he took Suffolk County 
Community College to the final four.  He has 
over 38 years of coaching on the high school 
level. Bobby was the  Head Coach for the Mens 
Open Empire State Games from 1977-1993. He 
served as Director of Coaching  LIJSL Select 
Program and spent 31 years as Treasurer of the 
Suffolk County Coaches Association.
	 Coach Schimpf has earned many awards 
over the years.  He has 7 Coach of the Year 
awards and 18 Sportsmanship awards. In 2018 
he was  inducted into NY State Coaches Hall of 
Fame and this year he was inducted into Walt 
Whitman High School Hall of Fame. 
	 Coach Schimpf plays an important role 
when he is not on the soccer field.  He and his 
beautiful wife, Doretta, have been married over 
42 years! They have two boys.  Bobby is a teach-
er in the Levittown School District and Danny 
is a writer/director in Los Angeles, California.
